Developed and led by staff mentor Carol Kaune, CTC, the program includes an
introduction to animal learning theory, classroom instruction, and hands-on
learning

Graduated interns gain advanced skills that
continue to benefit the shelter beyond the
formal program, expanding capacity for
behavior sessions and enrichment activities
—particularly for animals whose circum-
stances require an extended stay in our care.
This increased behavioral support improves
psychological wellness, shortens lengths of
stay when possible, and leads to more
successful adoption outcomes.

Last year, nearly 4,500 dogs and over 3,000
cats came through our doors at Foothills. Of
these thousands of faces, our skilled
behavior technicians supported more than
1,500 of them through specialized training,
enrichment, and behavior services.

We are deeply grateful to these volunteers who share their time, patience, and
compassion with the pets in our Extended Stay program. Through regularly
scheduled sessions and relationship-based work, these dedicat-ed volunteers
offer an outlet for meaningful engagement for pets in the shelter environment.

Launched in April 2021, our Extended Stay Volunteer Program expands the reach
of Foothills’ Behavior Care program by providing individualized support for pets
who will be in our care for a longer period of time. Volunteers commit additional
time and attention to pets through structured enrichment and consistent
interaction, proactively reducing stress and promoting overall wellness
throughout an animal’s shelter stay.

By investing in our volunteer education and mentorship, Foothills has built a
collaborative care model that enhances enrichment and reduces stress for pets
across our medical, protective custody, and behavior programs. Today, 101
canine and 20 feline Extended Stay volunteers help ensure dogs spend more
time outside their kennels and cats receive consistent interaction, supporting
healthier, more positive shelter experiences for the animals we serve.

In 2025, Foothills further strengthened this work by introducing a Behavior
Support volunteer role, assisting with the care of over 1,500 behavior-enrolled
animals. Volunteers in this role participated in our inaugural Behavior Internship
cohort and completed the first Enthusiastic Learner course, strengthening
practical skills to provide consistent, humane, and effective support.
